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"The Plague in English literature and medical perceptions of its treatment in

Great Britain (14" - 17" centuries)”

Plague is an acute infectious disease caused by the bacillus Yersinia pestis. 1t is
considered as the infectious disease that has been responsible for the death of
millions of people for more than 25 centuries. Though plague has been known since
ancient times, large epidemics of the plague began to manifest in Europe as early as
the 6th century. continued throughout the Middle Ages, and as a result they remained
permanent endemic foci for more than 400 years. Although it is mistakenly
considered a disease of the past. it continues to be a concern and remains a threat in
many parts of the planet. According to the UN's World Health Organization (WHO)
between the years 1989 and 2003, there were reports from 25 countries of
approximately 38310 cases and 2845 deaths. The last epidemic outbreak of the
disease was reported in Madagascar in 2017, while today the most endemic countries
are considered to be the Democratic Republic of Congo. Madagascar and Peru.

The plague has a central place in European history, as it marks the end of its Middle
Ages. No other disease has ever hit a European society with such a severity as the one
of the plague. causing an unprecedented demographic and socio-economic crisis.
especially in the British Isles. The effects are evident not only in Medicine, but in
every field of medieval writing including literature. The purpose of this research
project is the study of the particular characteristics of leading works of English
literature whose theme was the plague. Also, the research project will focus on the
detection of the consequences of its epidemic waves in the societies of the British
Isles from the 14" to the 17" century. In addition, it will examine the presence of
physicians in the texts of English literature with the plague as a content,
investigating at the same time the conditions of practicing medicine and the

effectiveness of the proposed treatments through the eyes of English literary writers.



The last part of this work will consist of a comparative study of medical texts in
vernacular English. The purpose of this part of the work will be to outline the medical
perceptions referring to the causes of the plague, its clinical manifestations, diagnosis.
treatment and the degree to which they are included in the literary works that have the

plague as a reference point.
