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Short summary of Doctoral Thesis

Interpersonal violence is one of the main forms of violence according to the World
Health Organization, along with self-directed and collective violence. Its character can
be physical, sexual or psychological and neglect may be one of its forms. The main
division of violence forms is domestic violence and community violence, which
concerns people unknown to each other. This type of violence is a set of behaviors such
as violent attacks outside the family context, rape and sexual assaults, school and work

bullying, youth violence and violence within institutions.

During the analysis of the causes, the individual responsibility of the perpetrators
becomes clear, as well as the role of various social factors as causes of violence in the
community. In particular, the patriarchal social structure, low socio-economic level,
racism, and the effects of substance abuse, the influence of the media that promotes a
system that favors violence, as well as exposure to violent environments from
childhood and various mental illnesses are the main factors in shaping the

phenomenon.

Rapes and sexual assaults against mostly women are another manifestation of the
phenomenon of violence in the community, as well as youth violence and school
bullying which show increasing trends and need to be properly studied. In addition,




special population groups such as the elderly, people with special neecds, prostitutes
and people of low socio-economic status are more often victims of community violence.
Additionally, the recent changes due to the measures to contain the COVID-19 seem to
have affected the situation regarding the reported incidents of violence.

The prevention of such phenomena should therefore be a clear priority for health
professionals and social workers, as well as emergency medical care and the treatment
of possible sexually transmitted diseases after sexual assaults. The final confrontation
against the phenomenon of interpersonal violence is constituted by the reformation and

the smooth reintegration of the offenders into society.

Researches of similar content have been conducted abroad as well as locally in Greece
and this doctoral thesis aspires to examine the phenomenon in the areas covered by the

sample.

The sample will be extracted from the archives of the Forensic and Toxicology
Laboratory of the School of Medicine of the National and Kapodistrian University of
Athens. and will be examined by the PhD candidate using a variety of variables

explaines in detail in the Doctoral Thesis Protocol.

This way, the phenomenon of community violence will become more understandable at
a social level for the examined sample, the results will benefit both Medical Doctors
and psvchosocial agencies that provide services to victims of incidents of violence in
the community, the possible influence of addictive substances by the perpetrators will
be examined in the phenomenon and finally a comparison will be made with similar
studies abroad.
